However if you would like further instructions then the
Tutorial will give you a guide of how to drive the demo.

Preparing The Demo

For the Virtual machine to operate WS2008R2Fullx64EntBaseUTP
(WS2008R2Fullx64EntBaseUTPOct10.partO1.rar * 03.rar) must be present and must have the same parent
directory. Only one instance is required as the base can be shared amongst all Virtual Machines. It is also
recommend you flag the base read-only.

Example:
\VMware
\VMware\WS2008R2Fullx64EntBaseUTP
\VMware\NOCDemo
\VMware\BSLMUTP
\VMware\PSForgeUTP

Notes / Issues

Dependent on the version of VMware you may be required when starting the virtual machines to upgrade
VMtools or reboot the VM as new hardware is detected. This is normal as version of VMware virtual
hardware changes from version to version.
