Simple paging software for GroupWise 5.5 
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Features:
· Simple setup and installation
· Takes advantage of NDS
· Pager configuration can be local or system administered
· Uses GroupWise address book
· Name Completion now used
· High priority option now available
EZpage uses NDS and the GroupWise address book to simplify paging for your end users.  Once configured in NDS users only need to pick the target users name to send them a page.  By utilizing your pager company’s ability to accept SMTP pages, you eliminate the need for the GroupWise pager gateway.

Installation on Configuration:
Your pager company must be able to accept Alpha pages via SMTP.  Most do in the form of PagerID@PagerCompany.com.  Once this is verified and you can test it by sending an email message to a target pager via your GroupWise client, you only need to add the pager address to users in NDS.  Put the pager address string in the first line of the Description field for each user as follows:
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Users may also place this string in their personal address book if you do not want to keep the pager ID in the global list.  Some sites have had their local departments create an address book just for the pagers, then share that book to department users as needed.

Starting EZPage with the command line /faxnum will use the fax number field instead of description.

Additional Notes for GroupWise 6.5:

In many installations you will need to add the Description field to the domain address book in ConsoleOne as follows:
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If “Description” is in the “Available Fields” then move it to the Address Book Fields. 

The following message from ezPage is usually an indication that this is not correctly configured in NDS: 
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Operation:
Operation is simple.  Start EZPage and type in a configured user’s name or click on the address book.  Pick the target user from the list.  Fill in the Subject and Message; Press send.  Please note that some pager companies do not support the subject field.

· Pagers must accept a SMTP page
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
