DNS
Resolution

The servers and workstations in the Management
Zone must use properly configured DNS to resolve
device hostnames; otherwise, some features in
ZENworks will not work properly. If the DNS is not
properly configured, the servers cannot
communicate with each other, and the
workstations cannot communicate with the
servers.

Server names must support DNS requirements,
such as not including underscores; otherwise,
ZENworks login fails. Acceptable characters
include the letters a-z (uppercase and lowercase),
numbers, and the hyphen (-). Non-english
characters are not supported.

NOTE: If the host name of a Linux Primary Server
contains upper case characters, the server host
name should be included in the / et ¢/ host s file
located on that server.

IP Address

The server must have a static IP address or a
permanently leased IP address in the case of
DHCP configuration.

An IP address must be bound to all NICs on your
target server.
